Today’s Block 9, A Moment to Mend, gathers together half- |+ 5
square triangles, stitch and flip corners, and a handful of
easy-sew rectangles to form a block that’s as intricate as it
is endearing. It’s a two-part project that invites us to slow
down and savor the process, offering an opportunity to
pause, reflect, and notice how far our scraps have carried

Cutting Instructions (for one block): Fabric Choices

cA: (D) - 4 %" x 5 %" rectangle In this series, I lean into
(2) - 3 %" squares building a scrappy quilt
(3) - 2 %" squares one block at a time.

. B: (1) - 4 %" square The more fabrics you use
) - 2 %" square (within reason), the more

. C: (1) - 4 %" square variety you’ll have to scatter
(1) - 3 %" square across future blocks, which
(2) - 2 %" x 8 %" rectangles helps the finished quilt feel
(5) - 2 %" x 4 %" rectangles cohesive and “sensical.”
