My Standard Note About 
Fabric Choices

In this series, I lean into 
building a scrappy quilt 

one block at a time. 
The more fabrics you use 
(within reason), the more 

variety you’ll have to scatter 
across future blocks, which 
helps the finished quilt feel 

cohesive and “sensical.” 
That said, using fewer fabrics 
is perfectly acceptable too —

choose the balance that 
feels right for you.

Cutting Instructions (for one block):
 • A: (1) - 6 ¾" x 12 ¾" rectangle
 • B: (2) - 6 ¾" squares
 • C: (1) - 1 ¼" x 6 ½"  rectangle
       (1) - 2" X 6 ½" rectangle
       (1) - 2 ¾" x 6 ½" rectangle
       (1) - 3 ¾" x 4" rectangle
       (1) - 2 ½” x 12 ½" rectangle
•  D: (1) - 3 ¼” x 4" rectangle 
•  E: (1) - 4 ¼” x 6 ½” rectangle
•  F: (1) - 2 ½” x 12 ½” rectangle

Whether you make your house bright and
whimsical or soft and serene, it becomes a gentle symbol of
the space we share, where everyone is invited to belong,
learn, and create at their own pace.
Use your favorite prints from earlier blocks for continuity,
or let something new peek in through the window or the
door. Each choice adds personality, like meeting a new
neighbor on the block.
As you sew, think of it as adding your own little home to
the neighborhood we’ve been building. It is a reminder that
every stitch and story here is part of something bigger and
kinder than itself.
